Dear Father Nelan, 
 
I am writing on behalf of Village Preservation, a not-for-profit historic 
preservation organization formed in 1980, to request information regarding 
the status of The Church of Most Holy Redeemer Church on East 3rd Street, 
particularly the condition of the ceiling's plasterwork. As you know, the 
church has been closed for services for several months now, and the 
parishioners and wider community are very concerned about the possibility 
of losing this cherished sacred site. 
 
On December 17, Cardinal Dolan wrote a letter to the parishioners stating 
that the reason the church was essentially closed was the danger of falling 
plaster, based on an engineering assessment that the church is unsafe. We 
respectfully request a copy of the engineer's report.  
 
Village Preservation has been working to assist parishioners concerned 
about the closing of Most Holy Redeemer, and we certainly would like the 
opportunity to provide any assistance that we can based on the findings of 
the engineer's report, whether that be exploring technical, financial, or 
other options. Our staff and board includes individuals with a wealth of 
knowledge and experience in dealing with repairing and restoring historic 
buildings such as this one.
